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	(A) Policy
	A complete physical from a physician will be obtained within 30 days from the date of entry into the Program.  Classroom services will be suspended beginning the 31st day of enrollment until physical exam is completed per Ohio Department of Education Licensing Regulations.  Determination of existing and ongoing source of continuous, accessible health care will be made as soon as possible not to exceed 90 days from the date of entry into the program.  Those children requiring follow-up medical care will be referred within 90 days of identification or Agency becoming aware of need.

	(C) Procedure


	· A Health History Evaluation is given to parents at enrollment determining medical/dental ‘home’.  This information is entered into the Genesis Earth System (GE).   

· The Family Assessment is completed at enrollment and a Community Resource Manual is given to each family.  Assistance is provided for families in obtaining medical resources, insurance and financial resources, transportation, and making necessary appointments.

· A physical exam is required of all Head Start and Celina Public Preschool students at the time of enrollment and within 30 days of entry into the program.  Notices of this requirement are given at several points, but not limited to:  enrollment, summer reminder, orientation, Home Visits, written reminders and communications as well as individual communications. 
· Per Ohio Department of Education Licensing Regulation 3301-37-08 A, B-2 a completed physical exam and current immunization record/signed waiver must be obtained within 30 days of entry into the program.  Mercer County Head Start will suspend classroom services upon the 31st day of enrollment if physical exam or current immunization record/waiver has not been provided.  Health and Nutrition Coordinator and Family Advocate/Home Base Visitor staff will assist the families to complete this requirement and maintain an adequate medical home as soon as possible.
· The child’s enrollment in the classroom will be maintained for an individually determined amount of time based on circumstances.   Executive Director, Family Community Partnership Manager and the Health and Nutrition Coordinator will make this determination.

· The Health and Nutrition Coordinator will monitor and track physical exams received utilizing GE.  Follow-up and/or referrals for suspected or identified health concerns will be initiated within 90 days of identification. Appropriate referral forms to be completed by medical provider will be given to parent. 

· The Health and Nutrition Coordinator, along with the Family Advocate staff will utilize various means of communication to obtain the exams, and complete referrals and follow-ups for each family (i.e. GE Case Notes and Reports, Head Start Referral and Follow-Up forms, Family Partnership Agreements, Home Visit, child’s folder and mailed correspondence).
· Communication with families will continue on an ongoing basis until initial exam or follow-up treatment/evaluation is completed.
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
