	(A) Policy
	All enrolled children will receive a vision screening within the first 45 days of entry into the program.  Appropriate referrals will be made within 90 days of entry into the program.  Ongoing referrals, follow-up and tracking will continue until completed.

	(B) Responsibility


	Health and Nutrition Coordinator and trained Staff and/or Volunteers

	(C) Procedure


	· Health and Nutrition Coordinator will oversee completion of:  screening within allowed time frame, referrals for follow-up, and tracking processes.  Family Advocates, Community Professionals and/or trained Volunteers will assist in the screening process. 
· The vision screening results will be documented in the Genesis Earth tracking system.  Children failing any portion of the screening will be referred to an eye specialist for a complete eye exam.  Ongoing tracking and follow-up of these referrals will continue until completed. 
· The vision screening shall include, but not limited to Auto Refractor readings/results (as available) and observation of general eye health, LEA light box and Stereopsis screening. 
· Training to assure that the vision screenings are completed appropriately will be provided by the Health and Nutrition Coordinator or requested of a local eye specialist currently seated on the Health and Education Advisory Committee.
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
