	Education regarding safe transportation to and from the agency, whether by bus, self transport, or walking will be presented to children in a developmentally appropriate way, and to parents with concepts that mirror the children’s curriculum

	(C) Procedure


	· During orientation and as parents enroll their children, all parents will view a power point presentation that details the transportation safety policies including, 

· the requirement of parents to escort their child to and from the bus

· transportation and pedestrian safety procedures that mirror the same concepts the children learn on the bus and in the classroom

· sign and date the Parent Transportation and Pedestrian Safety Agreement form

· a bus is parked at the Franklin building to provide parents and children the opportunity to see and board the bus prior to their first day

· Education Staff utilize the “I’m SAFE” pedestrian safety curriculum within the first 30 days of the program year. All lessons of the I’m SAFE curriculum (including lesson 5 - That Big Yellow Bus) teach children:
· Safe riding practices

· Boarding and leaving the vehicle  

· Recognition of Danger Zones
· Additional pedestrian safety concepts 

· The transportation staff discuss the emergency evacuation procedures with the children on the bus prior to the evacuation drill
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
